REMARKS

L Status of the Claims

After entry of these amendments, claims 39-52 will be pending and under consideration.

II. Amendments to the Claims

Claims 40, 41, 46 and 47 have been amended for clarity and to provide proper antecedent
basis. Claims 51 and 52 have been amended such that these claims also depend from claim 41
and no longer depend from claim 44. As these amendments add no new matter and are fully
supported by the specification as originally filed. Entry of these amendments is respectfully

requested.

III.  Response to Office Action

Claims 51 and 52 are objected to under 37 CFR 1.75(c) as being in improper form
because a multiple dependent claim cannot depend on any other multiple dependent claim. See
MPEP § 608.0l(n). Applicants submit that amended claims 51 and 52 no longer depend from a
multiple dependent claim (claim 44) and, therefore, respectfully request the withdrawal of this

rejection.
Claim Rejections - 35 USC§ 112

Claims 46-50 are rejected under 35 U.S.C. 112 (pre-AIA), second paragraph, for
allegedly being indefinite for failing to particularly point out and distinctly claim the subject
matter which the inventor or a joint inventor, or for pre-AlA the applicant regards as the

invention.

Claims 46 and 48-50 are rejected because the Examiner alleges it is unclear what is the
“light chain of claim 40” that is referenced in claim 46. The Examiner alleges there is

insufficient antecedent basis for “the light chain of claim 40” in the claims.

Claims 47-50 are rejected because claim 47 because the Examiner alleges it is unclear
what is the “light chain of claim 41” that is referenced in claim 47. The Examiner alleges there

is insufficient antecedent basis for “the light chain of claim 41” in the claims.
