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lizing a built-in microphone to receive audio information
principally from the video playing on the primary screen
device.

6. The method of claim 2, wherein the supplementary
information comprises a subset of subtitles corresponding to
preselected portions of a dialogue of the video.

7. The method of claim 2, wherein the supplementary
information comprises subtitles.

8. The method of claim 2, wherein the offset synchroniza-
tion is responsive to a user’s time period offset preference.

9. A second screen device comprising: a communication
interface for downloading, over a communications network
and to a memory of the second screen device, supplementary
information, and for receiving, from a primary screen device,
an identification of a play position in a video playing on the
primary screen device; a processor for establishing, respon-
sive to the identification of the play position, a synchroniza-
tion to the playing of the video on the primary screen device;
and a display screen for displaying the supplementary infor-
mation responsive to an offset synchronization to the video
playing on the primary screen device, whereby the display of
supplementary information on the second screen device lags
a contemporaneous playing of the video on the primary
screen device.

10. The device of claim 9, wherein the offset synchroniza-
tion is responsive to a time offset.

11. The device of claim 9, wherein the supplementary
information comprises a subset of subtitles corresponding to
preselected portions of a dialogue of the video.

12. The device of claim 9, wherein the offset synchroniza-
tion is responsive to a user’s time period offset preference.

13. The device of claim 9, wherein the supplementary
information comprises subtitles, and wherein the offset syn-
chronization is downloaded with the subtitles.

14. A second screen device comprising: a communications
interface for downloading, over a communications network
and to a memory of the second screen device, supplementary
information; an integrated microphone for receiving audio
information principally from a playing of a video on a pri-
mary screen device; a processor for generating an acoustic
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fingerprint responsive to the received audio information, and
for establishing, responsive to the acoustic fingerprint, a syn-
chronization to the playing of the video on the primary screen
device; and a display screen for displaying the supplementary
information responsive to an offset synchronization to the
video playing on the primary screen device, whereby the
display of supplementary information on the second screen
device lags a contemporaneous playing of the video on the
primary screen device.

15. The device of claim 14, wherein the supplementary
information comprises subtitles, and wherein the offset syn-
chronization is responsive to a time offset period.

16. The device of claim 14, wherein the supplementary
information comprises a subset of subtitles corresponding to
preselected portions of a dialogue of the video.

17. The device of claim 14, wherein the offset synchroni-
zation is responsive to a user’s time period offset preference.

18. The device of claim 14, wherein the supplementary
information comprises subtitles, and wherein the offset syn-
chronization is downloaded with the subtitles.

19. An information provider system comprising: a memory
storing supplementary information and offset synchroniza-
tion information; a communications interface for download-
ing, over a communications network and to a second screen
device, supplementary information and offset synchroniza-
tion information; a processor for processing a request, from a
second screen device, for supplementary information, and for
executing a downloading, to the second screen device, of the
supplementary information and the offset synchronization
information to enable the second screen device to display the
supplementary information responsive to an offset synchro-
nization to a video playing on a primary screen device,
whereby the display of the supplementary information on the
second screen device lags a contemporaneous playing of the
video on the primary screen device.

20. The system of claim 19, wherein the supplementary
information comprises subtitles, and wherein the offset syn-
chronization is further responsive to a user’s time period
offset preference.
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
