BIS7831 (Taken at Castleton, 13/11/83)

The stock working out of Middleton Towers which was
examined in Sections 3, 5 and 7 was all elderly and, more to
the point, not air braked. They were replaced by modern
stock such as BIS7831 (above). This vehicle was part of the
batch built in 1983 by Standard Wagon Ltd. Numbers were
BIS7825 to BIS7844, T.O.P.S. code PAA and design code
PAO12A. The others were numbered between BIS7950 to
BIS7989 and most were built by W. H. Dayis Ltd.

TRIL12800 (opposite upper) is one of a small batch of
china clay covhops which worked between Cornwall and
Central Scotland. This was another Standard Wagon Ltd.
design, built in 1982 to design code PAO10A, The batch
was numbered TRL12800 to TRL.12807.

During the early 1980s, Britain’s nationalised steel works
were closing and stock ordered to replace older B.R. stock
had a remarkably short life.

19/3/83)

Operating between Cornwall and
Markinch, Fife, these hoppers would have
used the West Coast Main Line, usually in
ones and twos. Livery is blue with blue
name on white panel and black and
maroon TRL symbol on yellow panel.
Underworks was black. They soon got very
stained with china clay, however, and often
looked rather scruffy. (Ref: W12947/DL)

BSRV12569 (Taken at Castleton, 14/8/84)
These hoppers were dual purpose,
designed to carry iron ore pellets from
Glasgow Docks and limestone from
Hardendale Quarries, Shap, to the now
closed steel works at Ravenscraig. They
were little used on these duties, apparently.
Livery was light grey with black lettering
and underworks. (Ref: W13334/DL).

Clyde Cement was a new name which flourished briefly
between Lancashire and Scotland. RLS11800 to RLS11814
were bogie clinker hoppers built in 1982 by Standard Wagon,
where RLLS11803 (above) is seen. Classified PBA, they had
been de-roofed by 1990 and were re-classified PHA with a
new design code of PHO11A.

PR11309 (opposite upper) was built in 1972 by Charles
Roberts Ltd. for tripolyphosphate traffic between
Whitehaven and West Thurrock, They were still in this traffic
during the review period but would soon pass on to other
duties with a new livery. The batch was numbered PR11300
to PR11312, T.O.P.S. code was PBA and design code
PB002A.
